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Business and Technology Academy at the International Economic Conference in Baku

The Business and Technology Academy (BTA) participated in the
[l International Economic Conference in Baku, at the invitation
of the International Scientific and Diplomatic Institute — IKSAD.
The conference theme was: “Business and Economics in the Era
of Global Transformation: Theory, Policy, and Practice.”

Within the forum, BTA was represented as a trusted educational
institution from Georgia, presenting a research paper by Geor-
gian author and BTA lecturer Salome Sekhniashvili titled:
“Improving the Quality of Soil Contaminated by Household Was-
te through Phytoremediation.”

During the visit, special emphasis was placed on international re-
search collaboration and the importance of generating new ideas
essential for modern education. As a sign of existing profe-
ssional relations and a desire for future cooperation, the Presi-
dent of IKSAD and Vice-Rector of Baku University of Technology
presented a gift to BTA Rector, Ms. Sopio Macharashuvili.
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This year’s conference brought together participants from Georgia,
the United States, China, Turkey, Albania, Azerbaijan, Bulgaria,

Croatia, Ethiopia, Moldova, Serbia, and Vietnam.
